When:  Rehearsals will be during the day, Monday August 4 through Friday, August 8.   
The performance will be Friday, August 8 at 7:00 p.m.   
Note: The final rehearsal schedule will be distributed at Monday’s rehearsal.   
 
Auditions:  Open auditions for children ages 6 to 18 will be held on Monday August 4  
from 9:00 – 11:00 a.m.  Children cast will have their first rehearsal from approximately  
11:30 am – 1:30 p.m. that day.

Missoula’s trained actors 
enjoy working with children and make auditions fun.  Children should just be prepared to move 
around, sing a song and speak from the stage.
