The Explorer program is the young adult division 
of the Boy Scouts of America (BSA).  While the 
program is part of BSA, the Explorer program is 
distinctly different than scouting.  The Explorer 
program is co-educational, developed and      
supervised by local community organizations, 
and provides members with opportunities to   
explore particular career fields. 

TRAINING 
 

Members of the Metro 911 Explorer Post receive 
training in many areas of law enforcement,     
including, but not limited to:  
 
• Accident investigation 
• Hostage negotiations 
• Motor vehicle laws 
• Criminal law 
• Domestic violence intervention 
• Crime scene processing 
• Traffic stops 
• Self defense 
• First aid / CPR 
 
Members of Post 911 have attended several  
national conferences and participated in various 
competitions with Explorers from across the 
United States, Canada, Australia and England.  
Post 911 meets regularly at the Bloomington   
Police Department, with a different training topic 
addressed at each meeting.

METRO 911 
 

Explorer Post 911 is open to young men and 
women who are at least 14 years old but younger 
than 21, and who have an interest in law         
enforcement as a profession.   
 

Applicants will be expected to: 
 

• Complete a written application 
• Clear a background investigation  
• Participate in an interview with a Post 911 

advisor or officer. 
• Maintain a “C” average while enrolled in 

school 
• Have no serious police record 
• Maintain a neat appearance and manner,    

in compliance with policies of the Police  
      Department and the Post 
• Attend regular membership meetings 
• Be willing to volunteer time to participate in 

Explorer functions 
• Pay an annual membership fee of $7 as   

required by BSA, and other local dues which 
help defray the costs of awards, badges and 
other items 

UNIFORMS 
 

Members of Metro Post 911 have two uniforms.  
The “Class A” uniform is similar to those worn by 
area police agencies, but consists of a different 
color scheme to differentiate Explorers from the 
sworn officers the post assists.  A duty belt is also 
part of the “Class A” uniform.  The other uniform, 
the “Class B”, includes a light-colored Metro Post 
911 polo shirt and black shorts or trousers.  This 
uniform is typically worn during work details.
